Toggo Mission-July 2009

This past month of July we had a team of 5 ministers from Bridgeway Christian Church, the ministry can be located on www.bridgewaychristian.org, who came for the second time and partnered with us in ministry at Toggo village-Uganda East Africa.
Despite the financial crisis in the world, these ministers and their supporters invested $7,500 in mission together with $1,000 savings from our local ministry which you may have contributed also. The entire mission took $ 8,500, not counting the money for bricks, sand and the teams air tickets.
The activities on the mission included the following: Children’s Ministry, Jesus Film, visiting schools, seminar and building construction.

Children Ministry.
The strategy of this ministry was to minister to about 65 children who are in our project but to our surprise at Toggo village, we had about 200 children being ministered to.
We had a bible vacation with these children for two days and many things were done, including fellowship, giving them clothes, first aid treatment, Bible stories, etc. While the children’s ministry was going on, two extra ordinary things happened.
One is that, more than 20 children gave their lives to the Lord and secondly two children were rescued from the mouth of Satan. When the team had taken the children to do different activities at the playground, they found these two children in a very poor state and the team informed me about the two abandoned children, as the result we brought them to our home.
The story of these children is that, their Father had dedicated them to Satan as a sacrifice for search for riches and also they were left abandoned to live on their own. The attached are the two pictures of them how we found them, for you to pray for them and us, so that God can help us to raise them as normal children, by taking care of them in every thing. Their names are Enoch and Sarah (we found them being called Derrick and Eva but we have changed their names for the purpose of God to do a new thing in them)
The 3rd picture on this e-mail is the house they were left in. Every one on the village feared them and who ever would take and stayed with them, the demons would come and attach them. (This is real life in the dark world)
For the past two weeks we have been battling with the evil spirits by commanding them to leave the children and as I write to you right now, they are coming back to their senses.
We thank God that, He sent His Son Jesus Christ to deliver such from the bondage. Sarah and Enoch have a long and very bad story but right now that is what I can share with you.
Please stand with us in prayer for their total deliverance as currently, they are staying with us at home.
While doing children ministry, we had do switch also to taking care of wounds and jiggers on children’s foot. 

Jesus Film.
Two days at night we showed Jesus film at accommodation place in the village and we saw almost entire village coming to watch the film.
The film was well received and many people took the message of whom we saw a number of them coming to the seminar and some getting saved.

Visiting schools.
On our program, we had planned to visit three schools but due to the tight schedule we choose to visit one school, of which the team donated school supplies.
We had planned to leave the supplies to the children we are sponsoring but instead we choose to be a blessing to another school/children of different ministry.

Seminar.
The seminar went on very well and the team preached very good uplifting messages.
One of the messages, which I cannot forget, is that, the Father waiting for us while His hands are wide open. This came truly printed to my brain when we visited Shammah at her school and she came running to me and jumped over me. Also picture of this here attached to report.

On the start of the seminar, it looked like a very small congregation but when we reached to the climax, many people attended.
Those who attended the seminar included even the non-Christians and as the message was being preached, some gave their life to the Lord.


Building Construction.
This was amazing as we saw with in 10days the building rising from the foundation level to the roofing level.
Every one from those collecting water, helpers and builders were working with one heart and we saw the team one morning going to the forest to bring trees, which was needed to make the scaffolding and support to the lintels and beams.
Thank you for your support and prayers in this area as we see the children’s center coming up.
On the block that is being constructed, we have three classrooms, a store and four offices.
If all goes well and we finish it this year, our aim is to bring all the children we are supporting from different schools to have them at one center for quality education and making them disciples of our Lord Jesus Christ.
For your information, on the village there very few people who are born again but through the school we are bringing up, we believe that, the younger generation will come to the lord and also many families will be saved. This was shown when we had the children ministry; where by even the children of witch doctors came and attended the sessions.
So, we have a vision of building this center from the elementary classes to the technical high school of which Christ will be the center of every thing.

To have a roof on this block, which is underway, we will need $5,000 and to finish the rest of the work on the building also, it will cost $5,000.
On the entire plot of land, which we have, we aim to construct 7 blocks of houses, which will cost $ 30,000 per each and 4 to 5 toilets, which will cost $ 2,000.
We have so far finished one toilet, which is usable, and one block as explained above is underway.
Last days of the mission.
As the mission was ending, I had the opportunity to take the team to site seeing on the Saturday the 1st of August 09 and we traveled 50 miles away from Kampala to Bujjagali falls.
We had a good time there and we stopped and Ling Ling Chinese restaurant for lunch, which was a good meal to some and to others was not.

At our way back we had to stop at one of the biggest tropical forest in Africa, Mabila and we took a simple trail in the forest, which was very interesting one.
The next morning Sunday the 2nd August, we were all very excited for Sunday service but one of the team member developed stomach upset, which almost destabilized us.
At last we continued to church for the last service with the team, of which we had a very good one and three people gave their lives to the Lord.

We took the video of the entire mission highlights and it can be sent out on request.
Thousands of pictures were taken but just to send a few tens to you, just to show you what took place.
The team departed on Monday the 3rd August-09 and every one went back home in good mood while giving God the glory for the very fruitful mission.

I am very sorry I can not give you the detailed report on each day, only a few highlight here and there but please look for the full detailed publication by Good NewsUnlimited on the mission which may come up on website in January/February 2010.
