Visit to Bugiri Mutumba. 

The distance from Kampala (my home) to this place is 217km and the place we will be going for the mission is a new district which is removed from Bugiri District and it is called Namayengo District and the sub-county is Mutumba. 

  

The exploration was a little hard, we arrived at mid-day and very few pastors were present. We meet with 6 pastors and they told us that, they have 80 pastors who are coming for the meeting but the only thing is that, they travel long distances and its by bicycles. 

  

There was not much to work on because, they wanted to wait for other pastors and we left at 2 pm with a few added to the number. 

  

The things which we left them to work upon the following: 

1-Number of churches who will be involved in September mission. 

2- Number of people to train not more than 200. 

3-Accommodation for the Team coming 

4-To make a decision on the place of the conference 

5-Crusade ground and 

6-Working committee 

  

I gave them the dates for the mission in September which is 13th to 20th, 2010. and also told them that, when I go visit them again, I will take them the working budget, the program plus the registration forms. 

  

More details on the location of this place, it is near Kenyan board and the distance is only 6 miles to Kenya. 

Most of the housing estate of the place is grass houses (huts) and there broadly scattered. When you travel in the area, it is full of stones and swamps. 

I could describe this place to be the remotest of all the places we have ever visited for missions. 

The spiritual atmosphere of the place is that, many churches are involved is cultism which comes from Kenya and many church leaders do not allow women to minister in churches, which has brought a big set back in the area. 

Another thing which affects the area is alcoholism. I am not yet told about witchcraft in this place but it cannot be ruled out in African setting. 

  

How did Fred came to know this location, is was because, the pastors of Mutumba found Pastor Jane Naigaga teaching in Jinja and the pastors likes her so much and they asked her were she was caming from and they wanted her teaching. She introduced her to Fred Makubuya in 2007 and since then they have been attending meetings with Fred Makubuya and also in our December mission we hard last year at Kyerima, the pastors came. Fred Makubuya has visited them frequently to build them up. I am told that if we take this mission to them, it will be of importance to the church growth to them and the other pastors in the area.
